** Note: Reverend Joseph Bennett, Captain William Creed’s uncle, accompanied him from Ireland to the Colonies and is mentioned in Louis Cantelo’s Narrative.
The Reverend Joseph Bennett was an Anglican missionary, sent by the "Society for the Propagation of the Gospel in Foreign Parts" [SPGFP or SPGF] to
serve in Nova Scotia. He is buried in the Old Parish Burying Ground, 1291 King Street, Windsor, Nova Scotia. The burial ground was used from
1776 - 1887. This land was the site of the original Anglican Church in Windsor, built in 1771 and Rev. Joseph Bennett was the Rector of the church.
